WORKSHOP MEETING —January 6, 2010

The Town Council of the Borough of Conway met in Workshop Session on Wednesday,
January 6, 2010 at 7:00 P.M., in the Fire Department Banquet Hall, South Gross Street, for the
purpose of transacting General Business. President Levenson presided and opened the meeting
with the pledge to the flag.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: Robert Charlovich, Chief

Fire Chief Charlovich reported 6 calls in December, and 51 hours of in-house training.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer updated the Roosevelt Street Water Line Project. It is completed except for
topsoil and grass seed replacement and re-paving of a driveway at 1121 Roosevelt Street. These
cannot be completed until the weather breaks in spring. Mr. Antonelli suggested closing out the
contract now to get the PennVest money instead of waiting for spring.

The abandonment of the waterline on 13" Street was completed.

~ Unannounced inspections of the Pretreatment Program at Norfolk Southern were
conducted. No violations were encountered. Mr. Ritorto had a question of what year the
pretreatment contract was signed — 2003 or 2004? Is this up for renewal soon — 10 or 15 years?
New council members should be made aware of this. Mr. Antonelli explained the origins of the
pretreatment agreement between Norfolk Southern, Conway Borough and the DEP. He
explained that Norfolk Southern reimburses the Borough for the testing, and that they are a good
customer for the Borough. All permit requirements are being met.

R. Pribulsky made a motion, seconded by Ritorto, to close out the Penn Vest loan for the Water
Line Replacement Project. The motion passed.
