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WORKSHOP MEETING —fi

The Town Council of the Borough of Conway met in Workshop Session on Wednesday, July
1, 2009 at 7:00 P.M., in the Fire Department Banquet Hall, South Gross Street, for the purpose of
transacting General Business. President Ritorto presided and opened the meeting with the pledge
to the flag.

*President Ritorto introduced Mr. Jim Riggio from the Beaver Falls Municipal Authority who
Council asked to attend this meeting to discuss and answer questions pertaining to the quality of
water being supplied by the Authority to the Borough.

Mr. Riggio explained that the Saturday before Memorial Day they had noticed an odor at
the plant. He said that taste and odor tests are done 4-5 times a day. By the time that this odor
was noticed it had already gotten into the filter and once this happens it can not be stopped from
distributing this odor into the tank. Once it 1s in the tank the only thing to do is to flush the
systemn out. The Authority started doing this the week of Memorial Day. It took about a week
but the odor had subsided. He said that you get this odor when the river is low which is usually
sometime in late summer. He did not know what caused this until he read it in the paper. He
said that DEP did not tell him that it was algae. He said that the Authority is investing ina 7
million dollar new intake which should be complete in the very near future. Ms. Rose asked
about the high readings of TTHM"s which the Borough is getting. Mr. Riggio explained that the
formation of TTHM's increases the further that you go down the system and Conway is at the
end. He also commented that the addition of carbon to the system causes these to increase. He
stated that the Authority only adds carbon in June-July-August to help curb the odor from the
low river levels. This is why the Borough sees an increase in this reading then. They are
currently doing a study on this problem. President Ritorto asked if it would help to place another
filter in the pump house i town. Mr. Riggio said that he can look into putting another filter
here. He said that the Authority tests for TTHM’s, taste and odor and bacteriological. A resident
asked if the water is safe to drink. Mr, Riggio stated that the DEP is telling them that it is. Ms.
Rose asked him why her white shower head fixture in her house turns pink. She also stated that
the shower curtain also looks pink. He said that he was not sure why this was happening but that
he could look into it. Ms, Roman said that she had asked the Engineer this question before but
could not remember what he had said. She asked the Secretary to find out what his response
was. President Ritorto thanked Mr. Riggio for attending the meeting. Mr. Riggio said that he
would check into the filtration for the pump house and the issue with the pink film and get back
to the Secretary. He also offered a tour of the plant once the new intake and clear well were
completed.



ENGINEER'S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer was absent from the meeting.

AGENDA ITEMS:

-Ms. Rose reviewed the bills. She said that they were okay and could be placed on the Regular
Meetings agenda for approval

-Ms. Rose explained that the server in the Police Department was extremely old and will not
support the software. She also stated that Chief Blum has not been able to receive his emails for
over a month now. RTTech came in to evaluate the system and see if they could get the emails
up and working. They gave a quote of what they believed needed to be done. Worst case
scenario could cost $8,000.00. She said that she had not reviewed the quote and would have her
company IT Department also look at. She explained that she had RTTech come in to lock at the
police computers because they are the tech company for the Secretary’s office. They were not
able to get the emails up because of security passwords. Ken Kucel had to be called for this. He
is to come in tomorrow and try to fix the problem. Once this is done then a decision can be made
as what to do with the whole system.

-A letter was received from the Engineer regarding a cost estimate of resurfacing Roosevelt
Street. The estimate came in at $36,500.00. Ms. Rose commented that this was not a bad price
but with the urgency of the police computers and some other things she did not see how this
could get done right now. She asked that the discussion be tabled until a decision is made on
what to do with the police computers.
