WORKSHOP MEETING — March 4, 2009

The Town Council of the Borough of Conway met in Workshop Session on Wednesday,
March 4, 2009 at 7:00 P.M., in the Fire Department Banquet Hall, South Gross Street, for the
purpose of transacting General Business. President Ritorto presided and opened the meeting
with the pledge to the flag.

ENGINEER'S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer explained to Council that the design plans for the Roosevelt Street water
line replacement are almost complete. He reminded Council that this is the part which Council
decided to have done with PennVest money. He asked Council what they would like to do with
he Engineering and Inspection fees. Would they like to pay for these directly or go through
PennVest? Ms. Rose and Mr. Levenson stated that they wanted it all to go through PennVest.
The rest of Council agreed.

Ms. Rose asked if the roads which were dug up because of the Water Line Project be
paved with PennVest money. The Engineer said that he had already asked the representatives
from PennVest this question and they said no.

A discussion was held on the proposals received for the 2009 Laboratory Services for the
Industrial Pretreatment Program. The Engineer recommended that they award the bid to Free-
Col Laboratories.

A motion was made by Sobolosky seconded by Rose and carried to award the 2009
Laboratory Services for the Industrial Pretreatment Program to Free-Col Laboratories at a cost of
$8,815.00. :

Ms. Roman asked about the letter he was going to send out regarding the residents home
owners insurance being decreased because of the new water lines. The Engineer stated that they
had submitted the paperwork into the ISO showing them the improvements done to the water
system. They will then come out and look at the changes and issue a new rating. She asked how
the homeowners will know this. She said that the insurance companies surely aren’t going to let
them know and just decrease their premium. The Engineer agreed and said that the Borough
could notify them in some way maybe through the water billing. Ms. Roman also suggested
putting it on the website.



Mr. Sobolosky asked what the certified letter from his company was regarding the
Katekovich property. The Engineer stated that they prepared that on behalf of Mr. Katekovich
which is a notification, required by the DEP, that they will be putting in a driveway.

The Engineer asked to be excused. Council excused him from the meeting.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Brian Giles, Supervisor

Mr. Giles stated that the following items were performed by the Public Works
Department:

-Plowed snow.

-Patched pot holes.

-Completed resident income surveys for the CDBG program.

-Slagged and patched six alleys.

-Patched water break holes.

-Replaced and refaced signs.

He also noted that the Borough had ten water breaks last winter but only had four this
winter.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: Robert Charlovich, Chief

Fire Chief Charlovich did not have a written report but said that he would provide the
Secretary with one in the coming days. He stated that the department had four calls for the
menth with two being structural. He informed Council that Truck 491 will need inspected this
month. He stated that members of the department have been keeping current with their training.

Fire Chief Charlovich commented that the CVFD was once again denied a FEMA grant
for a new truck. He stated that the department was interested in placing a bid on a 1991 truck
from Cranberry. He gave each member of Council papers which had pictures of the truck. He
explained that this truck would let them eliminate the use of the trailer and the rescue truck. He
said that he would like to use the money in the Fire Truck Escrow for the bid on this truck if
Council agreed. Mr. Levenson asked who would do the maintenance on the truck. Chief
Charlovich said that he thought they could split the cost with the Borough but that he would
bring it to the department for us to do it all. President Ritorto said that there is a little over
$47,000.00 in the Fire Truck Escrow but if this is all used that there will not be any more
available for a new truck for a while. Chief Charlovich said that he understood this. Ms. Rose
asked what the consensus of the department was. Chief Charlovich said that they have a meeting
next week and if Council okayed this then he would bring it to the floor then. Mr. Levenson
asked how much they asked for in the grant. Chief Charlovich said they put in for $350,000.00.
He also stated that the cost for a new truck like the one they would be bidding on is over
$600,000.00. Mr. Levenson said that he was okay with this. President Ritorto commented that
