WORKSHOP MEETING - October 7, 2009

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: Robert Charlovich, Chief

Fire Chief Charlovich reported that the department had 228 hours of in-house training for
the vear. He also informed Council that the trucks had ISO tested done on them. He said that
there was a hundred dollar increase from last vear. He also stated that they had to do some
repairs but the Fire Department was paying for the repairs. The Borough pays for the testing.

He stated that the Fire Department doors are always open and they would love to have
residents and Council members come to the station and see what they do.



ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer submitted a letter to the Borough the Contractor’'s Partial Payment
Application for the 2009 Road Program.

A motion was made by Sobolosky seconded by Levenson and carried to pay Russell
Standard Corporation $107,825.53 for work completed thus far.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Brian Giles, Supervisor

Mr. Giles was absent from the meeting. Mr. Sobolosky had no report to give but did comment
on a bid received from East Coast Paving & Sealcoating Inc. for repair of the parking lot at the
5" Avenue Apartments. He asked him what his thoughts were on the bid. The Engineer stated
that this was a great price but that he did not know what specifications the Rochester Paving bid
was based on. The Secretary read what they had bid on. The Engineer stated that Council
should permit the Secretary to negotiate with the company and see if they will do what
specifications Rochester Paving bid on and for that price or less. Council agreed.

A motion was made by Sobolosky seconded by Levenson and carried to award East
Coast Paving & Sealcoating Inc. the 5™ Avenue Apartment parking lot job based on the fact that
they match the bid and specifications that Rochester Paving provided to the Borough, cost being
$4,750.00.

EMA COORDINATOR’S REPORT: Robert Skocich

Mr. Skocich was absent from the meeting.

-Chief Blum had asked that Council discuss the condition of an abandoned house at 204 11*

letter by Certified Mail. Council agreed and instructed her to have Rachel, the Assistant Zoning
Officer, do this.
