WORKSHOP MEETING — September 2, 2009

The Town Council of the Borough of Conway met in Workshop Session on Wednesday,
September 2, 2009 at 7:00 P.M., in the Fire Department Banquet Hall, South Gross Street, for the
purpose of transacting General Business. President Ritorto presided and opened the meeting
with the pledge to the flag.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer stated that before the meeting he had been asked to look at two roads in the
Borough. The area at 1013 2" Avenue which he looked did not seem to be a problem with the
road. He said that the rutting there coincides with the water line replacement project which took
place here in the early 80°s and it appears to be from the settling. The curb issue may be caused
from the trucks exiting Eckerd but he could not say this for sure. No problems with the road.
The second road he looked at was on 8" Avenue & Center Street where a resident thought that
the road was moving or shifting. He said that it does not appear to be this. The driveway
appears to be shifting because of the slope of it and the natural movement over time.

Mr. Sobolosky informed Council and the Engineer that the Sewage Treatment Plant
underwent a surprise visit from the DEP last week. He stated that there were not any violations
but that they had noted some recommendations on their compliance inspection report. He asked
the Engineer to review this report and advise the Borough as to what needs to be done. The
Secretary said that she had included a copy of this report in the Engineers Borough mail. The
Engineer said that he would review the report and meet with the operator to discuss it.

A complete copy of the Engineer’s report will appear at the end of the minutes.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Brian Giles, Supervisor
Mr. Giles was absent from the meeting. Mr. Sobolosky gave the following report:

-Daily routines were performed.

-Third quarter water readings being done.
-Changed some meters.

-Rebuilt some catch basins.

-Cut grass.



-Flushed some hydrants. Mr. Sobolosky asked the Engineer if he had any
recommendations on how to flush the hydrants as to help alleviate the problems with the ongoing
water violations. He said that he did not. He said that the TTHM level coming into the Borough
already exceeds the allowance. President Ritorto suggested putting filtration on the tank. He
said that he had spoken to representatives for the company who manufactured the new tank and
they suggested that this could be done. The Engineer did not feel that the tank was the problem.
President Ritorto suggested putting a carbon filtration system on the line as was talked about
with Mr. Jim Riggio of the Beaver Falls Municipal Authority. Ms. Rose asked why the Borough
should absorb the cost of the filtration system. She said that Beaver Falls Municipal Authority
should be the ones who foot the bill if the water entering the Borough already is in violation.

The Secretary informed Council that DEP is going to be testing the entry point water next week.
Ms. Rose suggested that they wait to see the results of the DEP testing and then discuss what to
do next.

Mr. Sobolosky stated that the Public Works Department is in need of a part-time laborer.
He said that there will be additional work with leaf collection and snow plowing season, as well
as the upcoming vacation days of the full timers. He said that he has not interviewed anybody
yet. Ms. Rose stated that she believed Mr. Imhoff was willing to come back and work during the
snow plowing season. Mr. Sobolosky said that he was and would contact him to see how many
hours he was willing to work. Ms. Roman asked if Council could advertise for this position.
The rest of Council said that they could but they would like to interview the people whose
applications have been received in the last year. Mr. Sobolosky stated that he had three or four
applications. Mr. Levenson stated that they should interview these applicants and see if there
was one that they would like to hire. If not then they could advertise for the position. Council
agreed. Mr. Sobolosky stated that he would contact the applicants and set up a time to interview
them. He would notify Council of the time. Ms. Roman asked that there be background checks
done on them.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: Robert Charlovich, Chief

Fire Chief Charlovich was absent from the meeting.

EMA COORDINATOR’S REPORT: Robert Skocich

Mr. Skocich stated that he had attended the Beaver County quarterly meeting of EMA’s.
He said that they had asked for an elected official to be present at one of the meetings.

He said that they discussed Act 93 which was passed in the 80’s but did not go into effect
until October of 2008. This Act establishes mutual aid for the entire state of Pennsylvania.
Under this each municipality can charge another community for equipment use.
