WORKSHOP MEETING - Seprember 3, 2008

The Town Council of the Borough of Conway met on Wednesday, September 3, 2008 at
7:00 P.M. in the Fire Department Banquet Hall, for the purpose of reviewing the unpaid bills and
agenda items. President Ritorto presided and opened the meeting with the pledge to the flag.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: Ray Antonelli, Jr.-NIRA Engineers, Inc.

The Engineer was absent from the meeting. He will attend the Regular Meeting on
Wednesday, September 17, 2008.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT: Brian Giles, Supervisor

Mr. Giles was absent from the meeting. Mr. Sobolosky commented that the automatic
openers on the garage doors of the Borough Building are in need of repair. One quote was
received for this repair from Doors by Ike. The quote showed a cost of $1,600.00 per door. Ms.
Senock asked him if he received any other quotes. He did not. President Ritorto suggested
calling Electric Garage Door Sales in Monaca. Mr. Sobolosky is to get two other quotes for the
Regular Meeting.

Mr. Sobolosky stated that the concrete work at Gratty Park has been completed. Ms.
Senock asked Mr. Sobolosky if the electric was complete. He said that the line is run to the
pavilion but a decision needs to be made on what type of light fixtures you want to have installed
inside the pavilion as well as outside. President Ritorto asked what time do you have to be out of
the park when you rent it. Ms. Senock thought that you should be out by 11:00pm when you rent
it.

Mr. Bozza state that he is still fighting with the lighting company for the lights at the War
Memorial. He said that the ones that were sent the second time, and are in there now, are not
bright enough. He will try to work something out so that the old lights can be kept and used at
Cratty.



FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: Robert Charlovich, Chief

Fire Chief Charlovich asked Council if the Fire Department could buy paint for the walls
and floor of Station #1. He said that members of the Department are willing to paint it if the
Borough allows. Council asked the Secretary to place this on the agenda for discussion at the
Regular Meeting.

Mr. Sobolosky asked Fire Chief Charlovich what was wrong with the light bar. Chief
Charlovich stated that it goes to the shop on Friday.

Fire Chief Charlovich read the Fire Call report for the month of August 2008. The report
is on file at the Secretary’s Office.

EMA COORDINATOR’S REPORT: John McGurgan

Mr. Skocich stated that Ms. Rose delivered the EMA computer to him on Sunday. He
said that he should have this up and running in thirty days. Ms. Senock asked him if he had the
phone line installed at the Municipal Building. He said that he was waiting on a call from the
electrician. Mr. Skocich also commented that he was told by Kevin Daniel, a former EMA
Coordinator, that he believed there was a radio at Fire Station #1 which belongs to the EMA
Coordinator.

A motion was made by Pribulsky seconded by Levenson and after a discussion failed 4-1
on a Roll Call Vote to limit the Conway Police Department to stay within the Borough unless
called out by the 911 Center, at which time this incident must be put on report, or attending a
court hearing.

Discussion: Ms. Senock asked where they could go to get something to eat and how long are
they allowed to be there. Mr. Levenson stated that to go to court was okay. Mr. Pribulsky
amended the motion to read this. Ms. Senock wanted to check with the Solicitor to make sure
that this is okay to do or would that be crossing the line. Negotiations are under way.

Further discussion about this issue will take place at the Regular Meeting when the
Solicitor is present.

Mr. Dennis Levenson asked Council if the police could do something about speeding on
11" Street. He stated that he has been helping his wife with school crossing this past week and
the drivers are not adhering to the 15 MPH speed limit. He said that an officer needs to come
and sit and write these drivers a ticket. He asked if the Borough could put up the speed machine.
This may help curtail some of the problem. He also asked if another officer could be put on
traffic patrol. Council asked the Secretary to place this item on the Regular Meetings Agenda for
further discussion and asked Mr. Sobolosky to have the Maintenance Department bring out the
speed machine.
